Emergency and Disaster Planning

Dear Parents/ Guardians:
In the event of an emergency or disaster students may not be able to be returned home for an extended period of time. In an emergency situation, school staff will need to have all medications at school for students. Examples of medications that cannot be abruptly stopped would include cardiac, behavioral and seizure medications. Asthma and anxiety medications for students may also be medications that would be important to have at school for the student’s safety and comfort. 

Please take the time to prepare for emergencies by providing the classroom teacher with this completed form. Disaster/emergency medication needs to be in its original prescription container. We are requesting a 72 hour supply of medication. Please contact your child’s healthcare provider to prescribe a disaster 72 hour supply. Physician and parents must both sign the authorization to administer medication form indicating the dose, frequency and side effects to watch for. Please send in the medication in a quart or gallon sized zip lock bag along with the completed and signed Authorization to Administer Medication form. Please label the bag with permanent ink with your child’s name and teacher. 

If the medication changes please contact your child’s school nurse.
